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Section 5 - Common and Category Specific Attributes

Common attributes are defined as attributes that are relevant to (or common to) every item in the database. For example, the Item Name field is
common to all items as every item contains a brief description. The goal of this section is to provide field definitions, identify required fields (i.e.
fields that must be populated by the content author in order to load to Autodesk® Seek), outline any rules to follow and to give examples of correct
and incorrect entries for an attribute if applicable.

Some common attributes may only be populated with certain specific values, which we refer to as valid values. Where applicable a list of such
values is included. The list of valid values represents all the allowable values the field can be populated with. In other words, no other info
besides what you see listed as a valid value can exist in the related field.

Category specific attributes are attributes that are related to (or specific to) individual categories. These fields capture information on specific
product attributes such as length, width, thickness, material, pressure rating and temperature rating.

OmniClass 1.0 Table 49 lists the category specific attributes thatc o nt e nt p u bapglydolc&eagdries freama@mniClass 1.0 Table 23.
When your desired category specific attributes do not exist in Table 49, it is acceptable to include your own category specific attributes - these
additional attributes will be submitted and reviewed by CSI for inclusion in Table 49.

As an example, if we compare a window category to a lighting category, the category specific attributes would differ greatly. A window category

would have attributes such as Height, Width, U Value (Coefficient of Heat Transferin Table49)é at t r i but es t hat are related t
window. Attributes such as Lamp Wattage (Power) and Primary Voltage (Electric Potential Difference) are category specific attributes you would

expect to see for lighting but not for a window.

There are recommended guidelines in section 6 to ensure high quality data for the category specific attributes and the item name.
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2.1 Category Schema

The Category Schema field is used to identify the schema (also referred to as taxonomy) being used to categorize the data. A schema, in this
sense, refers to a labeling, tagging or coding system used for recording cataloging information or structuring descriptive records. OmniClass 1.0
Table 23 is the recommended and preferred schema.

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3.2 Family or Product or Sub-Component

This field indicates whether the product refers to a family of products, to a discrete product or to a sub-component.

A family refers to a variable item. The variance is based upon configurable options, such as Color, Material, Type of Glazing, etc. As opposed to
representing every discrete permutation as a discrete item, a family represents a collection of products. Families are typically represented by a
series (e.g. Series 2000 Window).

A product refers to a discrete item. The item is represented by a unique product number (e.g. 2000-BR-742). There are no configurable options -
entirely finite (e.g. Color = Black, Material = Wood, etc.).

A sub-component is a discrete item that is designed for use with a specific product. For example, a clip designed for use with a specific curtain
wall. A sub-component cannot be used in another application; only with its parent product.
